Future Fund in partnership with the 

Amarna Trust and the Amarna Research 

Foundation to carry forward the work program, 

and in recognition of the career of the late 

Professor Barry Kemp (CBE, FBA).

Since 2007, the Cairo Office 
has provided a secure base for 
the Amarna Archive and can 
be accessed all year round for 
those studying the records.

Built over 50 years ago on the 
footprint of an ancient 
Amarna house, the Expedition 
House currently provides 
accommodation and working 
space for up to 18 people, and 
equipment storage. It requires 
constant upkeep, and from to time to 
time specific modifications, responding 
to the changing needs of the project.

Ancient Amarna was home to the 
revolutionary king Akhenaten, who 
promoted the sole worship of the sun 
god, and to queen Nefertiti and a 
young Tutankhamun.

It was a city of vast open-air temples, 
grand royal palaces, beautifully 
decorated rock-cut tombs, and 
thousands of mudbrick houses.

Today it survives as ancient Egypt’s 
best-preserved city and the Amarna Project (University 
of Cambridge), with the permission of the Egyptian 
Ministry of Tourism and Antiquities, has the privilege 
to study this unique time capsule on the Nile.
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
